Relational Mapping—Noticing the people God has put in my relational networks

1. Pray and list those in your natural relational networks who do not yet know Christ.

2. Highlight the names of those you feel God is especially laying on your heart (have shown spiritual interest, you have a
growing relationship with them, they are respected by others in the network, etc.).

3. Add the names of Christians who are also in each relational circle. Circle the ones you feel you could ask to team with
you in reaching out to others in each particular relational network.

4. Ask the Lord for “next step” ideas, for faith and boldness as you move forward, and for other believers to join you in
intentionally reaching out to those who do not yet know Christ. Leave some room for God to bring new relationships
into your life as well.
